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On November 26, 1963, Yad Vashem recognized Raoul Wallenberg as Righteous Among the
Nations. His mother asked not to receive the honors in his name, believing that her son
would one day return. Only after her death, in 1979, was a tree was planted in Wallenberg'’s
honor in the Avenue of the Righteous at Yad Vashem. In 1987 Wallenberg was awarded
honorary Israeli citizenship. He was also awarded honorary American citizenship by the
United States Congress. This motion was promoted by Congressman Tom Lantos, whose

life was saved by Wallenberg.
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
