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In his address, delivered by his daughter at the UN Holocaust remembrance events in January
2008, Lantos paid tribute to Wallenberg: "During the Nazi occupation, this heroic young
diplomat left behind the comfort and safety of Stockholm to rescue his fellow human beings
in the hell that was wartime Budapest. He had little in common with them: he was a Lutheran,
they were Jewish; he was a Swede, they were Hungarians. And yet with inspired courage and
creativity he saved the lives of tens of thousands of men, women and children by placing them
under the protection of the Swedish crown. "Many memorials were erected worldwide in
recognition of Wallenberg’s legendary work; institutions and streets bear his name; his story
is documented in films, books and articles, and he has become one of the most widely known

representatives of rescuers of Jews during the Holocaust.
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
